 The last part of the chapter reads of Ezekiel giving the warning message of 
God to the people.

They came to hear him, but gave the mes-
sage no heed. They considered Ezekiel an entertainer. They came to hear songs and 
a pleasant voice, but did not follow the instructions from God. “Oh God, let me not be 
an entertainer, but help me give Your message for these last days. Let me be a mes-
senger empowered by the Holy Spirit to bring power for action.” There will be people 
who hear and not act on their con-
victions, but let us be those who are 
ready for the Lord’s coming, having 
prepared, heart and hands, for His 
return.

They 
have a solemn responsibility to let us know about the times in which we live. If we 
ignore the warnings and keep on living of the world, our loss is not the obligation 
of the watchman. But if the watchman does not give the warning, and we are lost, 
the watchman is responsible (verse 6). All warnings given should be anchored in 
Bible prophecy and not in conspiracy or conjecture. What a heavy responsibility!
