In The Chapel 
Here are two Scriptures, one from the Old Testament and one from 
the New that expresses how God feels about end time preparation.   

Ezekiel 38:7 “Be thou prepared, and prepare for thyself, thou, and all 
thy company that are assembled unto thee, and be thou a guard unto 
them” (emphasis supplied). 

Luke 1:17 ”...to make ready a people prepared for the Lord” (emphasis 
supplied). 

2 Selected Messages page 142 clearly spells out our work. “The work 
of the people of God is to prepare for the events of the future, 
which will soon come upon them with blinding force.” 

This speaks to us of the need for spiritual and practical preparations. Let 
us look at a small part of the spiritual preparation necessary.  

In Christ’s Object Lessons, page 144 we read; “If we have in any way 
grieved or wounded others, it is our duty to confess our fault and seek 
for reconcilia on. This is an essen al prepara on that we may come 
before God in faith to ask His blessing” (emphasis supplied). This work of 
reconcilia on is referred to as essen al in this day and hour. We must be right 
with God and right with each other. 

During the time of Jacob’s Trouble God’s people must have everything 
made right with each other and with God. 

Had not Jacob previously repented of his sin in obtaining the birth-
right by fraud, God would not have heard his prayer and mercifully preserved his life. 
So, in the time of trouble, if the people of God had unconfessed sins to appear 
before them while tortured with fear and anguish, they would be overwhelmed; 
despair would cut off their faith, and they could not have confidence to plead with God 
for deliverance. But while they have a deep sense of their unworthiness, they have no 
concealed wrongs to reveal. Their sins have gone beforehand to judgment and have 
been blotted out, and they cannot bring them to remembrance” (The Great Controversy, 
page 620; emphasis supplied). 

We can see that unless we take advantage of the time of mercy extended 
to us today in making things right, we will enter into a time of Jacob’s Trou-
ble and be overwhelmed and lost eternally. This work of reconciliation 
must be done now while Jesus is still mediating in our behalf, before the 
close of probation. 

Concerning our practical preparations, it is clearly spelled out in Country 
Living, page 9 and 10; “Again and again the Lord has instructed that 
our people are to take their families away from the cities, into the 
country, where they can raise their own provisions, for in the future 
the problem of buying and selling will be a very serious one.” Moving 
to the country and raising our own provisions will require practical prepara-
tions. 

May God help us to be ready spiritually and practically, with victories over every besetment, 
every wrong word and action.
